WHAT IS A PLEDGE?
Q: WHAT IS A PLEDGE?
A: A pledge is a planned and scheduled contribution made to the Church.  The dollar amount that you place on your pledge card is used and relied upon to plan for the operation of our Church throughout the year.  Your Church officers will set a budget based on the pledges returned.  Without your pledge of support, the Church will not know whether sufficient funds will be available to continue the many programs and mission projects that we support.
Q: WHY SHOULD I PLEDGE?

A: A regular contribution made as part of a pledge provides benefits to both the giver and to the Church.  The giver receives the satisfaction of making a commitment and fulfilling it in faithful response to God’s loving gifts.  The Church can confidently plan activities based on the pledges it receives.  Each pledge is important!  The needs are all around us and growing.  We need every pledge to ensure that we are doing all we can.  If you have not made a pledge in the past, please consider making a pledge this year to help us better plan the work of your Church.
Q: WHAT DOES THE CHURCH DO WITH MY MONEY?

A: Through our pledges we serve member needs (Pastoral Care), help needy people here (Local Mission) and elsewhere (Presbytery and General Assembly Mission), teach children, youth and adults (Education), praise God (Worship), share the good news of Jesus Christ (Evangelism), and fulfill our Presbyterian obligations (denominational support).  Our Church spends the funds it receives on staff salaries and benefits; paper, postage and office supplies; utilities, maintenance and insurance; local and worldwide mission; and costs incurred in providing outstanding Christian education.

Q: WHY SHOULD I INCREASE MY GIVING?

A: Our Church is meeting the human needs in our congregation, our community and around the world through our facilities and staff, and with our local and worldwide mission contributions.  The majority of our operating budget goes to pay our church staff.  Without staff, we cannot maintain all of the programs and activities of the church.  Our only real limitation is the financial resources we make available to do God’s will.  The needs are all around us.  The important question is: Shouldn’t we be doing even more?

Q: CAN I PLEDGE A WEEKLY OR MONTHLY AMOUNT?

A: You can make weekly, monthly, quarterly or annual church gifts.  If you want to make contributions on another schedule, please contact our Church Treasurer or the church office (insert phone number).
Q: ARE THERE OTHER WAYS TO SUPPORT OUR CHURCH FINANCIALLY?

A: Planned Giving by including the church in your Will is a simple but effective way to pass some of your financial assets on to the church.  If you plan to include the church in your Will or have already done so, please check the box on the pledge form indicating that you would like to have someone contact you to review your plans to make sure your intentions are properly carried out.
Q: WHO CAN I CONTACT IF I HAVE OTHER QUESTIONS ABOUT CHURCH PROGRAMS AND BUDGET?

A: The Stewardship Committee is available to answer any questions you may have.  You can also ask any Session member about the programs and budget of the church.
